2. Awarding procedure: Open call for tender No EEA/AIA/004/99
3. Description of the call for tender

The European Environment Agency was established to provide the Community and the
Member states with objective, reliable and comparable information on the
environment. The EEA publishes with an interval of a few years State of the
Environment/Environmental Outlook reports and more regularly indicator based
reports. In 1999 the first edition of a indicator based publication will be completed,
which isintended to be the start of ayearly series.

The first edition of such a new publication will, of course, be thoroughly discussed and
evaluated. This evaluation will steer the set up and contents of future editions. During
the year 2000, however, the next edition will have to be compiled. A number of
elements that were important in compiling the first edition will probably be continued:
a maor part of the contributions on environmental issues will be provided by the
network of European Topic Centres; socio-economic data for various indicators will
be gathered in the EEA data warehouse and from there (via Internet) distributed to all
compilers of indicators and chapters; the report will be a co-production of many
different actors.

For the year 2000 edition the EEA seeks technical and organisational support during
the compilation of the report, with the following tasks to be executed:

a) support the evaluation process of the first edition by summarisng comments
received, elaborating proposals for aternative set-ups of the report, and reporting
on discussions with stakeholders;

b) support to the development of the list of contents and list of indicators for the 2000
edition, including the analysis of data and information required;

Cc) preparation of “indicator fact sheets” - compilation, documentation and
interpretation of specific socio-economic and environmental indicators required
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for the report, not covered by existing activities or by the themes of the European
Topic Centres;

d) co-ordination of the compilation process - to assist in the daily contacts with the
European Topic Centres and other consultants responsible for the delivery of data
and drafts of chapters;

€) organisation of a review process - to provide support in the organisation of a
review of the results by the member countries and other parts of the EEA network.

financial statements for the past 3 years

detailed curriculum vitae of the candidate or, where applicable, of the personnel
involved in the tender when it concerns alegal person

information on the candidate’ s working languages and those in which he is able to
submit his reports.

proven track record in timely delivery of high-quality work in similar areas
price and quality.
